Activity #4: FrontPage Practice

1. Open Microsoft FrontPage and insert your disk.
2. Convert your homepage and collection of files into a FrontPage web.

a. Select File—Open Web.

b. Browse to your a:/ drive and select Open.

c. FrontPage will ask if you would like to add files to convert this to a web.

d. Click OK.

Spend some time exploring and getting familiar with FrontPage and its various features before you move on to the following steps where you will add more to your current web site.
3. Open your index.html file and select File—Save As to change the name of this file to activity3.html.  Close this file.
4. Create a new page called nov6.html.  Type up some notes about what you learned in class today about tables in FrontPage.  Be sure to organize your information logically and separate each section with headings.
5. Modify the formatting of your text to your liking and insert hyperlinks to the three Microsoft courses as well as any other resources you would like to include.  Be sure to annotate these links.
6. Create a new page called oct30.html.  Type up some notes about what you learned last week about color and typography.

7. Modify the formatting of your text to your liking and insert hyperlinks to the articles you found most helpful.

8. Open your index.html file and insert hyperlinks to these two pages from the text in your table under your section titled My Class Notes.
9. Create a new table under the section titled My Assignments.  Add links to your web critique and other activities.
10. Continue to create a new page each week for your notes.  Add links to these files from your home page.
